3. Learning sounds and spellings

Children will have spellings to practise most weeks that will
be checked in school and used in class work. These may be
related to:



e phonics sounds they are learning

e key words that they need to know off by heart
e spelling rules they are learning

e tricky words that are exceptions to the rules

e topic and other subject related vocabulary

A good way to learn spellings is LOOK, SAY, COVER, WRITE and
CHECK.

Optional Half Termly Homework

If your child needs more ideas for things to do at home try
these:

1. Maths activity — Plan and carry out an investigation on changes in
temperature. What could you measure and what equipment could you
use? How will you show change over time? What else is in your household
that could show your measuring skills?

2. Topic writing/research activity — Find out about famous natural events
around the world (such as volcanic eruptions, earthquakes and weather
events). Where were they? What made them famous? Are they still
happening today?
